Published posthumously; in fact, from the
introduction by his brother: “During the afternoon of Saturday, November 2 (1895), the nineteenth installment
of “The Love Affairs” was written. It was the conclusion of his literary life...The next day, though still feeling
indisposed,...He spoke of the chapter he had written the day before, and it was then that he outlined his plan of
completing the work. One chapter only remained to be written, and it was to chronicle the death of the old
bibliomaniac, but not until he had unexpectedly fallen heir to a very rare and almost priceless copy of Horace,
which acquisition marked the pinnacle of the book-hunter’s conquest...In the early morning of November 4 the
soul of Eugene Field passed upward.”
I enjoy the description of Field by his brother: “Himself an indefatigable collector of books, the possessor of a



library as valuable as it was interesting, a library containing volumes obtained only at the cost of great personal
sacrifice, he was in the most active sympathy with the disease called bibliomania, and knew, as few
comparatively poor men have known, the half-pathetic, half-humorous side of that incurable mental infirmity.”
I feel privileged to own the 1907 Scribner’s The Works of Eugene Field in 12 volumes, of which “Love Affairs
of a Bibliomaniac” is presented as volume 7. A couple favorite chapters are “On the Odors which my Books
Exhale” and “The Malady Called Catalogitis”
